
INELIGIBLE FREE ELECTIVES 

 

Electives should be chosen to enhance the student’s degree program and/or complete 

professional school prerequisites if not contained in required courses in the degree plan. 

Elective courses must be above the minimum level required in other areas of the degree 

program. For example, MATH 102 is not acceptable because it is below the minimum 

requirement of calculus. Also, introductory courses to another field of study such as 

BIMS 101 and AGLS 101 will not count toward degree requirements.  Lower-level 

ROTC courses are not acceptable as electives. Please consult an advisor when selecting 

electives.
